Abstract : In the era of war—among—great powers, a stable strong alliance is an effective way for hegemonic powers to increase their strength , secure
victory in wars, and shape the international order according to their own preferences. In an era of no—war—among—great powers , coupled with embedded
characteristics of opponents , hegemonic powers prefer using weak alliances. The emergence of nuclear weapons , the deep—rooted principle of sovereignty ,
and economic interdependence have made war among great powers extremely difficult. At the same time , as a hegemonic power, the United States faces
competitors who are embedded in the international order it leads. China has close ties with the United States” Asia—Pacific allies. Therefore , weak
alliances have become an effective supplementary strategy for the United States to compete for a rules—based order in the Asia—Pacific region. Weak
alliances , based on pragmatism , allow for the continuous reshuffling of small group members based on different issues , offering more flexibility in shaping a
rule—based order. The weak alliances constructed by the United States effectively complement strong alliances and exhibit a clear tendency towards great
power competition , with a core goal of comprehensively containing China’s development. China needs to carefully analyze the development paths of U.S.
—led small groups in different fields to strengthen precise policy implementation , implement the "wedge strategy," combine engagement and containment ,
divide and weaken the U.S.—led anti—China alliance and create a lasting and favorable surrounding environment for its own development.

The U.S. "Chip Choke' Strategic Narrative Toward China : Spread of the "Enemy Image" and Its Dilemmas

Abstract : The "chip choke" is a key U.S. strategy in high—tech competition with China. This strategy leverages chips as a primary tool and utilizes
the U.S. advantageous position in the global supply chain to suppress China’s high—tech industry through export controls , long—arm jurisdiction , and the
formation of technology alliances , aiming to strategically outcompete China. This article uses strategic narrative theory to construct an analytical framework
which goes from narrative subjects, and narrative competition to narrative reconstruction. It examines how the U.S. has engaged in narrative competition
with China in the high—tech field since the passage of the CHIPS and Science Act in 2022 through stigmatizing tactics , reinforcing China’s "enemy

image, "

suppressing China’s discourse , and seeking discourse hegemony. This strategy faces multiple dilemmas in practice. The logic of the strategic
narrative has stifled rational voices that objected to the treatment of China as an enemy , reinforced the stereotypical image of China within the U.S.
strategic community and supported the policy of suppressing China’s high—tech industry through a strong containment policy. As a result, it foreclosed the
options for the U.S. to change its high—tech policy towards China. With the obvious negative impact of the "chip choke" strategy on the global
semiconductor supply chain, the U.S. strategic narrative towards its allies faces opposition from multiple countries , further exacerbating the inherent risks
of the international system. In the long run, this strategy will ultimately be unsustainable.

As a strategic
convergence point for major powers, Northeast Asia remains a crucial strategic pivot for China and is essential in fostering a stable regional environment.
Since the 21st century, the U.S. external interventions have increasingly undermined regional stability and cooperation , while structural contradictions
within the region and the spillover effects of major power competition have become more pronounced. Currently , Northeast Asia’s geopolitical landscape
is undergoing new transformations. The region’s complex and volatile security environment has been further intensified by the "binary paradigm"
constructed by the U.S., Japan, and South Korea, which accentuates competitive state relations within the region. Interactions among Northeast Asian
countries have shifted from being economically driven to being politically driven. The trend of regional cold war has intensified under a "self~help +
mutual assistance" model.

The '""Weaponization' of Algorithms : Embedded Security Risks in the Era of Computational Politics

Abstract : Currently , advancements in algorithmic technology are driving a comprehensive intelligent transformation of human society. As the
foundational logic of digital and intelligent societal operations , algorithms have restructured the material basis of power , formed the power to regulate the
operation of other powers, generated new power entities , and triggered the dynamic adjustment in power structures , thereby becoming a form of "meta—
power." In this context, as a higher form of power, algorithms are increasingly used by major powers as weapons in power competition. In essence , the
"weaponization" of algorithms refers to actors purposefully , systematically , and consciously using algorithms to gain power, influence others” behaviors,
counter competitors , secure benefits , or ensure security , ultimately achieving political goals. In cases like Iran’s "Twitter Revolution" and the U.S. TikTok
ban, the U.S. government has demonstrated a strong willingness to "weaponize" algorithms, aiming to leverage algorithmic tools and computational
thinking to contain rivals and shape new hegemonic advantages. The U.S. policymakers view algorithms not only as possessing powerful capabilities to
manipulate public perception, intervene in political processes, and incite military confrontation but also as having immense potential to alter economic
patterns and shape social development forms. Against this backdrop, algorithms are increasingly employed as weapons in the competition for

comprehensive national power, social rule—making, strategic dominance, and power games, giving rise to complex security risks characterized by the
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
